December, 2007 — The Board of Management of Draka Holding N.V. (‘Draka’)
announces that it has reached an agreement with Alcatel-Lucent that Draka will pur-
chase Alcatel-Lucent’s interest (49.9%) in Draka Comteq B.V. (‘Draka Comteq’) against
payment of an aggregate cash purchase price of € 209 million. Under this transaction,
Draka acquires full ownership of Draka Comteg.

Draka Comteq is a leader
in the field of optical fibre
and optical fibre cable,
created on 1 July 2004 by
combining the worldwide
optical fibre and commu-
nication cable activities of
Draka and Alcatel-Lucent.
From the initial establish-
ment of the joint venture,
Draka Comteq is con-
trolled by Draka and its
results have been consoli-
dated in full in the Draka
consolidated financial
statements.

This new product offering includes limit switches,
microswitches, and other switches.

These standardized switches are used in a variety R
of elevator and escalator applications and are B —ﬁ
manufactured to comply with protection grade
IP65. They are highly resistant to oil and are
offered with a wide range of actuators such as
plungers, rollers, and levers for virtually any
application. Draka's limit switches are available
in two basic types. Our non-autoresetting models
are typically used for safety purposes.

These switches must be reset manually
once they are engaged. Draka also offers
auto-resetting models where the require-
ment for manual resetting is not essential.
UL and CSA listing for our new line of
limit switches is pending and should be
complete at the time of this printing.
Draka's micro-switches are manufactured
using a resin casing and a special heat
treatment process to ensure years of
reliable switching action. Our micro-
switches are used on both elevators and
escalators. We also offer bracket switches.
